AWARDS:
Awards will be given to top five overall male and female finishers and the top three masters (40 & over) male and female based on GUN time.  Divisional awards will be based on tag time.  Winners will receive hand-crafted trophies and ASICS shoe certificates.   Prize money was eliminated after the 2007 event.

RACE HISTORY 

AND EVENTS:
The Big Sur Marathon began in 1986 with 1,800 runners and has grown in size, stature and number of events since then.  The course record of 2:16:39 set in 1987 by Brad Hawthorne still stands today.  In 1995 the “Power Walk” was added, and in subsequent years additional walks (now “Milers” since participants have the option to either walk or run) were added.  A 5K that had welcomed a schools competition for many years spawned a new kids’ 3K run now in its 3rd year in conjunction with the marathon.  This year the Boston 2 Big Sur Challenge was introduced with the 400-person field filling immediately. The Big Sur Marathon has been called “one of the jewels of American running” and “one of the best running experiences on the planet.”  In 2009 and 2010 it has received honors as being named one of the country’s top three marathons (along with New York and Boston), the “Best Destination Marathon in North America,” one of the world’s “Top Ten Races To Do Before You Die.”
