MARATHON’S 5K RACE TO ATTRACT

STATE’S FASTEST RUNNERS

An elite group of runners will be competing for cash prizes and points in the Big Sur International Marathon’s 5K race at 7:35 a.m. on Sunday, April 25. 

Sanctioned as a PA/USATF grand prix event, the Big Sur 5K will draw more than 200 member competitors to vie for cash awards from the $2,900 prize purse.  The Pacific Association is the largest member association of USA Track & Field (USATF) and encompasses a broad spectrum of distance runners in all age categories.  In addition to the prize money earned by the top finishers, members receive points that help rank them in various running events.

“We’re excited about having a competitive element to our 5K race again this year.  We have some very fast adults who are setting great examples for our younger competitors.  In order to encourage youth participation and competitive racing, kids and teenagers will receive award medals through 5th place in the following age divisions: 8-11, 12-14, and 15-18,” stated Susan Kastner, director of the marathon’s 5K competition.  

The sanctioned race is not limited to USATF members.  The popular short distance event will draw approximately 1,000 walkers and runners to participate in one of several marathon weekend races on a beautiful course which travels alongside the Pacific Ocean for the middle third of the race.
