Big Sur’s 25th promises other exciting features and activities for participants in addition to the Boston 2 Big Sur Challenge.  Offerings include a commemorative 25th presentation ASICS technical shirt in gender specific sizing, an art show at the Health and Fitness Expo celebrating 25 years of the Big Sur Marathon, and a post-event party on Sunday night for all participants.  There will be more music playing on the course on race day along with new mile markers custom built by muralist John Cerney of Salinas, CA, that will be humorous, motivational and inspirational.
