Set against a stunning ocean view backdrop, the iconic grand piano music continues to inspire runners mid way through the Big Sur International Marathon.  Despite the course re-routing for the 2011 event, the popular local music offerings have been relocated to provide runners with a welcome diversion along Highway One. Now, with an out-and-back course, marathoners will have the opportunity to hear each band twice. 

Music on the course of the Big Sur International Marathon has long been a signature part of the 25-year-old event.  In fact, the Big Sur Marathon was the first-ever marathon to incorporate music along its course.   Since the initial run in 1986 other races have adopted the idea, but none so completely and uniquely as Big Sur.
