Below are a few of the known and lesser-known statistics from the Big Sur International Marathon:

Number of runners/walkers registered:  12, 825 (as of 4/9/10)
Marathon (4,257) and Boston 2 Big Sur Marathon (372):  4,629
21-miler:  881
Relay teams:  305
10.6-miler:  1,563

5K: 647
3K:  2,590
Runners from all 50 states and D.C. and 27 countries
Oldest marathoner – Richarad Laine, age 80, of San Carlos, CA with a predicted time of 5:30. This will be his 19th Big Sur Marathon.
Oldest in other events - Louis Thomas, age 91, of Stockton, CA in the 5K; Walter Oppenheimer, age 85, of Corte Madera , CA in the 10.6;  Ray Rice, age 85, of Aracata, CA in the 21-Miler; Brent Nickerson, age 98, of San Francisco, CA in the 9-Miler; Nancy Gough, age 86, of Truckee, CA in the 5K.
