Big Sur Marathon Announces Traffic Schedule for May 1
Highway One Subject to Morning Traffic Closures and Delays for Big Sur Marathon Events

On Marathon Sunday, May 1, approximately 8,000 runners and walkers will be competing in a variety of distance events on the most spectacular road course in the country. Because of the complicated logistics of the event, Highway One will be closed to through traffic from 5:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m., between Rio Road, Carmel, and the traffic-controlled signal at Rocky Creek Bridge, with a limited schedule of caravans planned as described below. Traffic on Highway One throughout the Monterey Peninsula will not be affected, with the exception of heavy traffic near the intersection of Carmel Valley Road and Highway One between 4:30 and 5:30 a.m.
A limited schedule of car caravans is as follows:

· Southbound access to the Carmel Highlands hotels, beginning at 8:30 a.m. and stopping at Fern Canyon Road

· Northbound access from the Carmel Highlands, beginning at Mal Paso Road, at approximately 9 a.m.

· Northbound access from Big Sur beginning at approximately 10:15 a.m. from the traffic-controlled signal at Rocky Creek Bridge

· Southbound access to Big Sur from The Crossroads Carmel at approximately 11 a.m.

· Additional caravans will be run at the discretion of the California Highway Patrol

· Road reopens at 1:30 p.m. in both directions

Vehicles wishing to head south will gather at the Crossroads Carmel area, directly across from the Shell Gas station.  Times above are listed as "approximate" since they are dependent on all runners and walkers clearing the area before the scheduled time.
All caravans will be led by CHP motorcycle escorts travelling at 25 mph.  Coastal residents wishing to join a caravan must be positioned on an inland side feeder street and join in at the back end of the caravan of cars prior to the final CHP motorcycle escort.
